


BACKGROUND
Clinical Scenarios link basic concepts with their clinical applications by providing solutions to problems and situations that are likely to arise in everyday practice.
They can be real or hypothetical and are designed to help clinicians to improve the level of healthcare by learning from experts in their field.

Format and submission
The Clinical Scenario should include:

A brief description of the patient {50-150 words), including age, essential history and reason for the visit.

The progression of the case using 5 multiple-choice questions and answers that test clinical knowledge and require the reader to make assessments.
Include the rationale behind each correct answer and the incorrect answers, where appropriate (e.g., to highlight common mistakes).

Qriginal images or figures can be included (optional).

Comments, recommendations, discussion sections on the pathology in general, and references should be used to conclude the case and enhance
explanations to the answers.

A short biography and a passport-style photograph (preferably electronic) are to be submitted for publication.

Optional: Authors are welcome to send an audio commentary to accompany their clinical scenario. Audio files should be sent in an ordinary mp3 file (48 Kbps,
44.100 Hz, mono).
